2000 - 2018

to increase by about 2.5°F -

EVENTS THAT REQUIRE A FAST AND COORDINATED EMERGENCY
RESPONSE ARE BECOMING MORE FREQUENT

The CDC estimates that 12 million people with
access and functional needs were impacted in
2017 by Hurricanes Harvey, Irma and Maria

In a survey of adults age 50 or older,
9% said they would not be able to
quickly exit in an emergency without
the help of another person

Nearly 60% of American adults
haven’t practiced what to do in a
disaster by taking part in drills
and disaster preparedness
exercises a work, school or home

In a poll, 55% of respondents
said they believe local authorities
will come to their rescue if
disaster strikes
